Exterior Paint Guidelines and Requirements

The new color palette provides 24 color schemes consistent with the rural environment and current color trends. Exterior home colors must be chosen from the new color palette. The new three-color schemes include a color choice for siding, stucco, and trim. An optional fourth color may be used as an accent color for gates and front doors.  If homeowners wish to use the same color for both the stucco and siding of their homes, the siding color should be used with the trim color. However, the Architectural Committee would encourage homeowners to take advantage of the three-color option because it provides interest and richness as well as complements the architectural features of the home.

Homeowners can request a list of the color schemes from Cardinal. To assist homeowners in viewing the color palette and making selections, Dunn-Edwards has mounted the color schemes on Color Boards to make comparing and selecting colors convenient for homeowners. After the Color Archive page pops up you will be able to find Broadmoor Park Homes by typing in the City and State or the name of the association.  Homeowners will be able to view all of the approved schemes and order color chips form the website.  Both Cardinal and the Chair of the Architectural Committee will have a copy of the book to assist homeowners in their color selections. 

Colors will appear darker in the small samples on the color board and in the book than they will appear on a home. Colors also may vary slightly. For those reasons, Dunn-Edwards recommends painting a small section of your stucco, siding, and trim to make sure that you have the color intensity and hue that you want.

1. The Architectural Committee must approve all exterior painting.

2. Adjoining homes must be painted with the same color scheme and painted at the same time (within thirty days of each other). 

3. Both homeowners must agree on the colors, and both need to sign the request form.  

4. The new mailbox guidelines allow for mailboxes to be compatible with the color scheme of the adjoining homes. Mailboxes should be painted to match either the siding or the stucco color, but not the trim or accent color.

5. Stucco, siding, and trim should be painted in a flat (non-glossy) finish. 

6. Front doors and gates may be painted in the accent color designated in the color scheme and may have a glossy finish. (See the “Window and Door Guidelines and Requirements” for more information.)

7. Garage doors should (1) match either the siding or the trim color and (2) must match the adjoining house.  (See ”Garage Door Replacement Guidelines and Requirements” for more information.)

8. Back wood or stucco fences visible from common areas are to be painted with Dunn-Edwards  SP 177 “Hickory”.

9. If colors from other paint companies are used, make certain that you have exact match. 

10. Homes must be painted a minimum of two colors.

11. If homeowners prefer not to paint garage doors, they are advised to select a color scheme that matches or is a close match to the available garage doors, keeping in mind that even white or other neutral colors have undertones that often don’t blend with certain color scheme.
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
